The Fairy Tale Tea Party is an optional add-on experience during the Fairy Tale Festival and features an
“unbirthday” party hosted by the Mad Hatter. With delicious snacks, lemonades, herbal teas, and
interactions with fairy tale characters, this experience takes place in the Garden Room of the Ashton
Gardens Visitor Center and features beautiful views of the Gardens. The Fairy Tale Tea Party typically
sells out fast and guests are encouraged to reserve their table as soon as possible.

The Fairy Tale Festival is included with venue admission to the Ashton Gardens and is free for children
ages 2 and under, $17 for children (ages 3-24), $19 for youth (ages 13-24), $24 for adults, and $21 for
seniors (ages 65+). Thanksgiving Point members receive free admission to the Fairy Tale Festival. All
tickets are available at thanksgivingpoint.org. The Fairy Tale Festival will be held on Friday, June 17
from 4 to 8 pm and on Saturday, June 18 from 10 am to 4 pm.
